The project proposes the construction of a new 5,629 square-foot (sf), two-story single-family residence with attached
850 square-foot attached garage, and a concrete pad for a future 800 square-foot accessory dwelling unit (ADU) with a
300 square foot attached garage on a vacant 1.79 acre site. Associated site improvements (hardscape and landscape)
as well as Brush Management Zones 1 and 2 are also included in the project. The site is located at 4004 Arroyo Sorrento
Road and is zoned AR-1-1 (Agricultural-Residential) and designated Rural Residential (1 du/acre) in the Planned
Urbanizing Area of the Carmel Valley Community Plan, Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone and Transit Priority Overlay
Zone. Council District 1.

Impacts to Biological Resources would be considered significant however required mitigation measures have been
incorporated into the project that would reduce the impacts to less than significant. Mitigation shall consist of payment
into the City’s Habitat Acquisition Fund (HAF) at a 1:1 mitigation ratio for direct impacts to 0.03 acres of Tier | habitat and
1.07 acres of Tier Il on the project site.
