	Project Description: A request by Tark Abed for a Major Grading Permit (GRAD2022-00123) to allow for major grading for a Single-Family residence, a detached garage, an accessory storage structure, a septic tank with leach fields, and a new 5000-gallon water storage tank. No additional landscaping, other than revegetation of native plant communities as recommended by the Biological Resource Assessment for the project, will be included. The project will result in the disturbance of approximately 34,766 square-feet (approximately .8 acres) on a 5.6-acre parcel.  The proposed project is within the Rural Lands land use category and is located at 4495 Chamise Lane, an undeveloped lot, approximately 2.5 miles west of the City of San Luis Obispo. The site is in the San Luis Obispo North Sub-Area of the San Luis Obispo Planning Area.

	Project's Effects: The project has the potential to expose nearby sensory receptors (residences) to potentially substantial pollutant concentrations. Air Quality Mitigation Measures AQ-1 through AQ-4 have been included to reduce the potential effects of the project on nearby sensory receptors to a level of less than significant.

The project is located in an area that has historically supported various species of rare birds and plants. The project is supported by a Biological resource Assessment (KMA, 2023). The previously mentioned report recommends Biological Resource Mitigation Measures BR-1 through BR-16  to reduce the potential effects of the project on  natural species and their habitats to a level of less than significant. 

The project is located in the Irish Hills of San Luis Obispo on a moderately to steeply sloping project site. The development of the project has been supported by a Engineering Geology Investigation (Geosolutions, 2020) which includes recommended Mitigation Measure GEO-1 to reduce the potential effects of the project on current geologic conditions to a level of less than significant.
