	Project Description: To allow for a single-family residence, the Applicant requests a rezone to change the existing zoning designation from Open Space "O"-Scenic Combining "SC" to Single-Family "R1"-Scenic Combining "SC". The rezone will require a general plan amendment to change the existing designation from Public Facilities PF to Low Density Residential LDR. Historically, the property was used by the Clearlake Oaks Fire Protection District and was developed with a fire station to serve the Glenhaven community.
