	Project Description: The project will install a new, seismically resilient water pipeline that begins in the City of Millbrae at the existing SFPUC Helen Turnout on Helen Drive and ends at the Town of Hillsborough's Darrell Tanks located slightly southwest of Darrell Road. The purpose of the project is to provide an additional connection to the Town's water supply from the SFPUC's system in the higher-pressure zones in the event water cannot be delivered from SFPUC to the Town's lower pressure zones. The proposed pipeline will provide a reliable water source within and adjacent to the Wildfire Urban Interface to increase fire suppression resources and protect critical water storage and distribution infrastructure, as well as the residents of all three municipalities. When the project is fully implemented, the new pipeline will provide an approximate flow target of six million gallons per day.

	Project's Effects: The Draft IS/MND identifies potential impacts to air quality (construction emissions), biological resources (special status species and nesting birds and bats), cultural resources (unknown historic resources, archaeological resources, human remains), geology and soils (unknown paleontological resources), and transportation/traffic (traffic impacts during construction, emergency access). Mitigation measures proposed in the Draft IS/MND would reduce these impacts below the threshold of significance and include resource agency-identified measures to avoid impacts to special status species and nesting birds and bats (pre-construction surveys), cultural, tribal cultural, and paelontological resources (compliance with CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.5(f)), and transportation (Traffic Control Plan).
