REASONS WHY PROJECT IS EXEMPT:

Pursuant to the California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 6, Chapter 3, Section 15303
Class 3 New Construction or Conversion of Small Structures, will be applied to the proposed
project. The project will construct a 4-foot tall by 60 linear foot long vinyl wall. Based on the
following, none of the exceptions listed in Section 15300.2 of the CEQA Guidelines would apply
to the proposed project: no vegetation at the site, temporary timeline of the project, no known
significant effects, no scenic highways according to the Caltrans List of Officially Designated
County Scenic Highways, no recorded hazardous waste sites according to the State’s Envirostor
database, and no known historical resources. The Lake County Community Development
Department has determined that the project will not have a significant effect on the environment
and is, therefore, exempt from the provisions of CEQA.
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
