Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Caltrans proposes to replace the existing concrete Limekiln Creek Bridge, located in Monterey County on State Route 1
near Lucia. Within the limits of the proposed project, State Route 1 is a two-lane undivided highway with two

10- to 12-foot lanes and 0- to 4-foot non-standard shoulders. The proposed project lies exclusively within the Limekiln
State Park property. The entrance to Limekiln State Park is directly off the highway at the southern abutment. There is
also access to the beach from Limekiln State Park underneath the Limekiln Creek Bridge. The existing bridge consists of
eight piers and two abutments and is approximately 580 feet long and experiencing deterioration.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

An archeological site and a historic district would have significant and unavoidable impacts. In an effort to mitigate the
significant impact, marine surveys, public outreach, National Register nomination, and data recovery will be utilized.

Both project alternatives would also result in significant and unavoidable visual impacts due to the realignment, increase
in size of the structure, and increase in “human-made” presence. In an effort to mitigate the significant impact, aesthetic
treatments and input from the community and Caltrans landscape architects would be utilized.

The project also has the potential for significant impacts to biological resources. Mitigation measures including stream
diversion, vegetation replacement, and species trainings are anticipated to reduce impacts to less than significant.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

Caltrans has worked closely with State Parks and Coastal Commission to design an alternative that accommodates all
interested parties. Limekiln State Park is anticipated to be closed for four years during project construction which could

cause controversy. Additionally, Big Sur has a high visual quality and associated aesthetic impacts from the project could
be a concern.
