The proposed project would consist of a mixed-use structure of approximately 212,508 square feet (sf) in gross building area with a maximum height of 71.5 feet.
The structure would consist of a 45-room hotel, a restaurant, 95 residential units, and an art gallery. Construction of the project would involve demolition of the
existing 10,000-square foot commercial building located on the existing 7811 Santa Monica Boulevard parcel, the parking lot adjacent to the commercial building, the
parking lot currently leased by the City that is located along North Orange Grove Avenue, and the multi-family residential building located on the parcel along North
Ogden Drive. The proposed building would include approximately 36,132 sf of hotel and commercial space with a total of 45 hotel rooms, 86,722 sf of residential
space (95 residential units), 14,272 sf of common open space area, and 74,011 sf of parking area (145 parking spaces) within two subterranean levels. Of the 95
residential units, at least 16 units would be affordable housing units, including eight very low-income units and eight moderate-income units.
