At the request of Norik Bedassian, of AZ Geo Technics, lnc, a record of previous studies and a walk
over inspection of an approximately 22.3-acre property (VTIM-56842) located along Avenue J-g between
40th street West and 36th Street Westin the City of Lancaster, in northern Los Angeles county was
conducted by Mark Campbell. The sutrject property is located in the western half of the northern eighth of
the soutliwest quarter of section 19 in Township 7 North and Range 13 West San Bernardino Baseline and
fuIeridian. It appears on the Lancaster West USGS quadrangle, 7.5-minute series. The subjcct prope4y is
comprised ofparcels APN 3153-021-032, 033.034, 035, 036, 038, and 3153-046-065. The majoriqv ofrhe
pro-iect site is on the south side of AveJ-8. Parcel APN 3 1 53-046-065 is located on the north side of Ave J-
8.

A literaturc revicw was couducted by staff the South Central Coast lnformation Center at California
State University Fullcrton for the subject propert-v and surrounding area. Archaeological rcports and site
rccords on file at the Tnformation Center were reviewe d within a %-mile radius of thi subject property.'I'here have bccn 20 previous cultural resource studies within a half mile of the subject propcrtlr. One
prehistoric sitc, CA-LAN-765, (a tcmporary camp comprised of a lithic scatter. rniilingfeaturcs, fir*-
affected-rock features. and small mammal bone) has been identified with in a O.5-mile radius of the
subject property. No historic period sites havc been recorded within a O.5-mile radius of the project site .

Thc litcrature search indicates a possibiliry* of archaeologrcal matenals in the projcct zrea.
'I'hc westsm portion of the property and parcel APN 3l-53-046-065 have bcen graded and clear.ed of most
vegctation.'fhere are light sparse scatters ofconstruction debris and trash.'Ihe trash appqus to bc recent.
The eastern portion of the subjcct property is comprised of low stale dunes with Joshua trecs, shad scalc.
rabbit brush, and ephedra. No archacological or historic resources were oLrservecl during the inspcction of
thc parcel.T'herefbre there areno further concerns under CEeA.
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Introduction

At the request of Norik Bedassian of AZ Geo Technics, Inc, an approximate ly 22.3-acre properr,v

(VTTM-66842) located along Avenue J-8 between 40th Steet West and 36d' Street Westin the City of

Lancaster, in northern Los Angeles County (Figures 1 and2) rvas visually inspected by Mark Campbell.

Mr. Campbcll has his BA in anthropology ffom CSU Fresno and completed over 24 graduate units toward

an MA in anthropology at CSU Northridge . He has over 25 ycars of professional experience.

The subiect properfy is located in the wcstern half of the northern eighth of the southwest quartcr

of sectitln l9 in 'l'orvnship 7 North and Range l3 West San Bernardiuo Bascline and Meridian. It appears

on thc Lancastsr West IISGS quadrangle, 7.-S-minute series (F-igure 2). Thc subject propcrty is comprised

of parcels APN 3153-021-032, 033. 034, 035, 036, 038, and 3153-046-065. Thc majority of the project sitc

is on the south sidc of AveJ-8. Parcel APN 3 153-046-065 is located on the north sidc of Ave J-8 (Appendix

1).

Background

Physical Setting

The subject propcrry is located within the Anteiope Valley in the Wsstem Mojavc f)esert. It is

within the }lasin and l{ange physiographic province which is comprised of north south trending

mountains and internally draining valleys. Many of the valleys containcd lakcs during the Pleistocene.

fhc Westcrn Mojave f)esert gets its sideways "V" shape from the Garlock Fault pushing against the San

Andreas llault at the west end of the valley,

It is a geologically diverse area. Locally occurring sandstone, schist, granite, rhyolite, basalt. and

quartz mouzanite were utilized fbr gound stone plant food processing tools. Locally occurring steatite

was utilized in the production of beads, ornamcnts, and pipes. Locally occurring chert, chalcedony,

rhvolite, and basalt were utilized for making flaked stone tools such as scrapers, cutting tools, and

projectile points.

Cultural Overview

The Antclope Valley is located near the interface of coastal California and the wcstern most extension

ofthe Great Basin f)escrt. Just as the area is a mixture of the geolory antl biota ofthe two regions is rvas home

to a mixtu"re of the prehistoric culhres. Wallace (1955), Warren (1968), King (t93l), Warren (1984:388),

Warren and Crabfree (1986), Robinson (1987a), Norwood (1987), Mclnryr-e (1990), rurd Earls et al. (1997) arc

good examples ofsuggested local chronologies. The various coastal and desert chronologies suggested differ

as to the names for the various periods and horv many horizons- phascs, or periods. Ilowcver, therc is gencral

agrecnlent on lbur very broad periods: early (more than 8000 years ago), middle (about 8000 to 2000 years

ago), late (2000 to about the l77}'s) and post contact (1770's on) (Norwood 1987). Sutton and orhers (Sunon

ct al. 2007) organize thcir chronology around geological pcriods. Most rcsearchcrs use a modificd version of

chronology fbr thc southwestem Grcat Basin pnrposed by Warren and Crabtrce (19t16) and is followed hers.

Norwood's carly period corresponds w'ith Wanen and Crabtree's Lake Mojave period. It has been

belicvcd that prior to 10,000 years ago thc inhabitants of thc area were largely foragers wh<l ate a variety of

plant and animal foods (Morafto 1984). They may have engaged in hunting largc gzune such as mammoths and

sloths as suggestcd by larger speiu points (Earle, McKcehan, and Mason 1995). Sites {iom this period are

common around lake shores, grasslands, and mountain passes (Morano 19Sa). tsy 10,000 ycars ago somc of

the interior population has move to thc coa-st and started to exploit n€w resources (ibid.). Other interior

populations rely heavily on the retreating lake shores @arle et al. 1997). Both areas see a move to smallcr game

animals and an incrcase in plant foods as the larger game bccomes extinct (Eade, McKeehan, and Mason 1995),

At least 9 fluted or "Clovis like" projectile points have been found in thc Kern County poftion of the Westem

Mojave Desert. REsearchers are reluctant to assign them to a specific time period since they have not been

found in a datable cont€xt.
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'Ihe Lake Mojavc Period (10,000-5,000 B.C.) is named after Pleistocene Lake Mojave near Baker,

California. This period is characterized by Lake Mojave style projectile points, Silver Lake style projectile

points. largc leaf shaped points, and crescents. Many researchers include flutedpoints in this period. This period

has been generally regarded as Paleoindian whioh means a heaw reliance on big game hunting and lake shore

adaption with little emphasis on plant foods. Ilig game means big hom sheep. deer and antelope. Early t.ake

Mojave Pcriod sites were found around ancient lakc shores. This may be in part because that is where

rcsearchcrs looked. Ground stone was rare in the carlicst sites. the ones exarnined in the 1980s and earlier. As

more l,ake Mojave Pcriod sitss were examined more ground stone was found and researchers began to

rccognize a more generalized subsistcnce pattern. [.ake Mo.iave Period sitcs arc found throughout thc Mojave

I)escrt and Great Basirr.

Norwood's middle period includcs Warrcn and Crabtrec's Pinto zutd Gypsuru Periods.'l'he Pinto Pcriod

(5,000-2,000 B.C.) is named after Pinto Basin in Joshua I'ree National Park. [t is chuacterized by Pinto and

l,ittle Lake points. It is considered to be early Archaic or generalizcd hunting and gathering with a grcatcr use

of seeds and plants thm the Lakc Mcrjave Period- It is rccognized as being a continuation or outgrowth of Lake

Mojavc (Warrcn and Crabfce 1986). 'Ihc view hom thc eastein Mojavc and ths great Rasin sces Pinto sites as

generally small sites. I{owever, the ccntral, western and nofthern Mojavc have a numbcr of large densc Pinto

sites such as the Awl site at Fl' Irwin, the Stahl site at Little Lake, and several at Edwards AIrB and the Antelope

Valley. There is debate ovcr rvhether thesc large dense sitcs indicatc long tcrm use by large groups or rcpeated

use by small groups. A sitc complex excavated at Edwerds AFB suggests gender specific task arcas may have

existed as eaxly as the Pinto Period (Campbell 2001). Pinto sites were once thought to bc tied to ancicnt river

beds as the lakes dlied up. Further wok shorvs ttrey utilized a variety of environments and resources.

Sites dating befween 7,000 and 4,000 lears ago are found rnostly near ephemeral lakes and norv &y

streams and springs (Warren 1984:411) suggesting a weuer ciimate than today. However, study of a pack rat

midden radiocarbon dated to ca 5,000 years ago indicate ttrat the plant community in that portion of Edw-ards
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Ail Force Base was essentially what it is today' (Carnpbell 2001). Projectile points from this period are larger

atlatl dart points rather than arrow points, which rvere introduced later. This period has been described by some.

as a highly mobile desert economy with an emphasis on hunting, supplementcd by the use of processed sceds

(Wesscl 1990:20). Plant food especially hard seeds are thought to provide the majority of the caloric intake

with protein coming from smaller game such as decr and rabbit @arlc, McKcchan. and Mason 1995).

the Gypsum Period (2,000 B.C.-A.D. 500) is named after Gypsum Cave east of La^s Vegas. It is

characterized by Glpsum, Elko, and Hurnboldt concave ba^se points- It is rccognized as Archaic or generalized

hunting and gathering with solid evidcnce of the use of grourd stone and the importance of seeds and other

plant foods. Incised slate pendants are oommon during the Gypsum Period. During the Gypsum Period we see

an incrcasc in trade with the California coast and the Southwest. Split-wig figurcs likc the one found at

Newberry Cave datc to this pcriod and are considered to be a southwestern trait. Onc was found in thc Antelope

Vallcy. Evcn though thc published litcraturc says villagcs began during the ncxt pcriod wc sce cvidcncc of

villages with associated cemeteries in the Antelope Vallcy during the Gypsum Pcriod. At lcast two of these

cemeteries havc infant burials with thousands of shell beds. This has been interpretcd by some researchers as a

Chumash influence but these bwials in the Antelope Valley predate similar one in Chumash land. 'fhe

increasing cornplcxity arc cmerging rcgional differences rvithin thc Mojave Descrt may coincide with the

elnergence of various l'akic and Numic lirnguage groups. 'fakic speakers may have expanded to the coa-st

duling this period.

Wessel (1990:20) citcs Sutton and l{obinson as dating thc division of ftc Uto-Aztecan languagcs to

approximatcly 3000-2500 ycars ago. The major ltrnguagc $oups to emerge flom this division are Numic,

spoken by the Kawaiisu and Paiute; 'l'akic, spoken by the Kitanemuk, Seirano, Gabrielino, and other southem

Califomia Shoshonean speakers; Hopic. spoken in the southwestl and Tubatulabalic, spoken by the Tubatulabal

il the southem Sierra Nevada Mountain-s
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It has been suggested that a shifi in settlement patterns toward a more sedentary lifesgvle occrured

during this period. Sutttin suggests the emergence of largc, permanent or semi-pemranent village sites and

associated cemetsries during this period (Sutton 1988). Wessel (1990:20) notes four recorded "village/base

camp sites" from the period in the We-stern Mojave Desert. A similar transition is evident among coastal gloups

as well {Earle, McKeehan, and Mason 1995). Enrly indications of rade between the coast and desert, as

er,idcnced by shell beads, are seen during this period (Warren 1984:419). Recent work in thc Antclop,c Valley

hn^s yieldcd shell breads that radiocarbon date to thc Lake lvloiave Pcriod. lhere is an increasc in milling stones

and manos suggesting an increased usc of hard seeds (Wan'en 1984:425: Earle, McKeehan, and Mason 1995).

Norword's late period includes the later part of Wanen and Crabttee's Saratoga Springs and

Shoshonean periods. Many researchers in the Westem Mojavc Desert refer to thc Rose Spring Period instead

of Saratoga Springs and Latc Period instead of Shoshonean.

'fhc Saratoga Spring Period (A.D 500-1200) is neuncd alter Saratoga Springs in southcm Death

Valley. The l{ose Spring Pcriod is named after l{osc Spring just south of the Haiwee Iteservoir between Coso

Junction and Olanche. These are two names for the sarne period. 'l'hose of us working in the westcrn Mojavr:

Descrt prcf'er Rosc Spring bccausc the Rose Spring site is in thc Westcm Mojave and Saratoga Springs is in

tl-tc Ijastem Mojave. Diagnostic projectile points for this period include Rose Spring and Cottonwocxl points.

I)cscrt side notched points appear during this period in the Antelope Valley. lhese point types ret'lect the

introduction of tire bow and arrow snce they iire ths t-u'st true amow pxlints. Thcre was an Anasazi iurd

Llakatayan prest:ncc in thc eastem Mojave and at I lalloran Splings during the latcr Rosc Spring Period. 'fhe

Ilakataya are a good cxatnplc of how-onc's perspectivc influcnces conclusions. lJre Great Basil volume of

the Smithsonian llandbook describcs them as a southwestem pcoplc w-ho move into the Mojave Desert. The

Southuest volume describes them as a Mojave Desert pcople who moved into the Southwest. While pottery

appears h some areas during the latc Rose Spring Period it is generaliy regarded as indicative of the Late

Prehistoric. Warren sees a diffcrence betw-een the sites north of the Mojave River and those south of the
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Mojave River. Sites south of the Mojave River have few Rose Spring points and virmally no Anasazi pottery

Wanen discusses Oro Grande as an example of how sites south of the Mojave River differ liom those north

of the River. Oro Grande is noticeably different from the sites in the Antelope Valley during this period. We

sec a reduction in the use of Coso obsidian duling the Rose Spring Period even though Rosc Spring points in

the fuitelope Valley show a defurite preference for obsidran. Numic speakers appear to have begun their

spread north and east across the Great Basin during the late Rose Spring period.

Sometime betweeir AD 500 and A.l).1200 Warren note s a change from larger dart points to smaller

arrow points (Warren 1984:420). This, combincd with evidence liom rock art motif's, leads him to argue for a

shilt liom atlatls to bow and arrow during this period. There is an increasc in hade with fuizona and the

Southwest during this period irs well. Wessel (1990:21) notes an "intensivc trade network in which

Southwestern groups exchanged such items as pottery and turquoise ". Warren (1954:425)indicatcs that Brown

and fluffwares (pottcry styles) of wcstcm Arizona made thcir u'ay across the Calilbmia deserl by 900 AD and

that the Anasazi mined turcluoise in the eastem Califbmia dcscrt about this tinre (Warren 19t4.4}l).

lhe Late Period is liom AI) 1200 to liuropean contact. 'fhis period is called the Shoshonean Period

in older literature. I-atc Prehistoric has becomc thc prcfcrred narnc bccause it does not imply a conncction

rvith a particultr cthnic group. [t must bc rcmembcrcd that when Malcom Rogers talked about Mojavc ancl

Shoshone sitcs hc was talking about time periocls not ethnic groups. Major technological differences between

thc Rose Spring and I-atc Prehistoric Periods is the recluction or absence of Rose Spring poinls, the increase

of Desert side-notched points and the abundance of pottery. Although nEver abundant in the Antelope Valley

pottely is prcsent during the Late Prehistoric, mostly brown or buffware but some Anasazi pottery has becn

lbund. I'he various tlibal groups and tenitories encountel'ed at the timc of European contact were in place by

this time. 'I he cnd of the Late Prehistoric Period is marked by the presence of glass trade beads and is often

referred to as the Protohistoric or Ethnographic period.
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the period between AD 1200 a:rd historic contact is more accurately seen as a continuation of the

prcvit'rus with the development of many characteristics of the historic period flManen 1984:424). This period

is characterized by Desert Side Notch poins (\Manen 7984:425),Cottonwood points, and pottery such as Tizon

Brown Ware and Owens Valley Brown Were (I{ester 1973:127).

While discussing the political geography of thc Antelope Valley and the Western Mojavc Desert at

the time of the Spanish conques! David Earle addresses the question of the dcpopulation of the Antelopc

Valley prior to 1700 AD. I Ie cites several rel'erences to sizable villages or rancherias in the Antelope Valley

(llarle 1990). I{c suggests that in addition to disease brought by the Europeans and the recruiting by rhc

missionaries, the Antelope Vallclr lndians *'cre plagued with Spanish and American military coming

though the area ard Chemcheuvi and othcr Paiutc livestock rustlcrs (Earlc 1990:96). He says thatthe area

had bccomo a dangerous military no-man's-land:

Given thc opcration of these factors at a relatively early datc after Spanish contact, it is not to be

rvondcred at that archaeologisls r,r'orking in the Antelope Valley should tind only limited material

evidcnce of historic Indian senlcment, although such cvidencc does cxist (ibid.).

lllarle describss thc surviving Antelope Vallcy Indian population as "vcry leery of coming into
contact with outsiders, lndian or non-Indian" (ibid.). Perhaps, the Antelope Valley archacological
community needs to devote more attention to locating where these historic period tndians settled to avoid
unwanted contact. Site concentrations in the Siena Pclona Mountains between lUtter Ridge and Acton
(Robinson 1987b: 35-47:' Bissell 1989; Van I{orn ct al. 1989; Padon et al. 989) may indicate (especially
the cupule sites) an area of ritual activiry and suggest that thc small canyons and springs in the mountains
may deserue careful study.

Befween l'172 'and 1857 several n avclers and explores passed through the Antelope Valley. Among

them rvere Captain Pedro lrages. Father Garces. Jedediah Smith, John C. Fremont, Kit Carson, Manley and

Rogers, Walker. and Lieutenant F.dward Beale. During the latc1800s mining was developed at several locations

in or adjacent to the Arrtelope Valley. Cattle and shcep grazing also became common during this period.
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The Southern Pacific Railroad laid tracks through the Antelope Valley inl876 as parr of their Los

Angeles to San Francisco line. At this time they named a local stop "Lancaster." In 1884 ML Wicks bought 60

sections of land from the railroad. Hc laid out a town site at the Lancaster rail stop and began to attract settlers

and businesses- One business he attracted to the new town of Lancaster rvas the Atlantic and pacific Fibrc

Conrpany, an English lirm seeking wood to be made into paper for the London Daily Telegraph. they bought

manv acrcs of Joshua trees and brought in a large mrmber of Chine se laborcrs to cut the trees to be made inro

papcr.

Mining began in the region in the latc 1800s. Gold was mincd in Acton/Aqua Dulcc area, thc westem

Rosamond Hills, and at Ransburg and Johanncsburg. Uranium was mine brieflv south of Gem Flill in thc 1950s.

'I'ungstcn and manganese have been minccl in the Bisscll I{ills.

By the 1920s agriculture bccame a major activitv in the Antelope Valley. Crops included alfalfa, pears,

and almonds. 'l'he vast opcn areas also atracted the ciuly aircraft indusfry and ths army air corps. Rapid growh

and affordable housing in thc mid to late 1980s rnacle the sourh Anrelope Valley a brcdroom community fbr Los

Angeles.

Ethnographic Overview

Various tribal groups are known to har,e occupicd, utilizcrl or ftavsled through the Antelopc Vaney

during the late prchistoric and contact pcriods. "l'hese include the Kawaiisu" Kiunemuk, Vanyumc. paiute,

Sctrano, Chemehuevi, and Moiave. fhe farther back in time one goes the less certainty there is about ethnic

idcntity. At thc time of European contact, the Kawaiisu and Kitanemuk live in the northern Antelope Valley,

thc Vanyume occupicd thc southem Antelope Valley, and the Paiute and Mojave traveled tlyough ir. The

groups most pertinent to the present study are Vanyume and Serrano.
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Vanyume

Much of the southern Antelope Vallel,*,as occupied by the Vanyume, also referred to as Desert

Serrano. They spoke a Takic language, generally r.iewed as a dialect of Serrano. Their territory extcnded

east to thc Mojave Sink. The area around the Mojave Sink and Soda Lakes appears to have been a joint

lrse area (Vanyume, Kawaiisu, Timbisha. and Chemehuevi). Their territory may have included the

northern slopes of the San Gabriel Mountains between I\zIt Gleason and Cajon Pass (Bean and Smith

1978). l,owell l]ean and Charlcs Smith dcscribed the Vanl,ume as sparse poor mobile populations. David

L,arle described them as wealthy populations with villages and rancherias. In I776 Garces visited a

Vany'ume villagc along the Mojave River. Lr his diary hs said they honored him by pouring baskcts of

acorns and basksts of shell beads over him. fhis illustrates both their wealth and thoir role in trade routes

since neither the acorns or shclls wcre acquired locally. l'he Vanyume were organized into local lineages

with hcreditary chiefs. 'l-hey relied prirnarily on collecting plant I'oods :rnd hunting various animals

supplemented by fishing.

Serrano

South of the Vanyumc wsre the Serrano (Bean and Smith 1978).'fhe name Serrano is Spanish

and means "mountair pcople"- I'hey occupied the San Bernrudino Mountains cast of Oajon Pass and

extcnded northeast into the l,ucernc Valley and the mountains east of Victorville. 'l'hcir territory cxtcnded

east of Twentynine Palms. They collected plants and hunted animals like thcir neighbors. They were

organized into exagomous clans which were organized into two exagomous moeities. Leadership of each

clan was shtred betwcen a hereditary chief and another leader who was keeper of the sacred bundle.

Previous Studies

A literature review was conducted by stafi the South Central Coast lnformation Center at Calitbrnia

State llniversity Fullerton for the subjcct propercy and surrounding area on November 19, 2015.

Alchaeological reports and site records on file at the lnformation Center were reviewed within a Yz-mtle
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radius of the subject properfy. There have been 20 prcvious cultural resource studies within a half mile of

the subject propefty. One prehistoric site (CA-LAN-765) has been identified with in a 0.5-mile radius of

the subject property. No historic period sitcs have been recorded within a O.5-mile radius of the project

site. The literature search indicates a possibiliqy of archaeological materials in the project area.

ln addition to the reports and site records on file at the lnformation Center several historic maps in the

possessiou of the authol were reviewed. These include the 191 I Johnson Water sun/ey, the 1923 rcprint

of the 1915 edition of the Elizabeth Lake, California USGS Quadrangle, and the 1938 Walsh Map of the

Antelope Valley.
